Technical Committee ChairmanOs Report
for June 2006

The hull lines have now been prepared in digital
form by Gilbert Lamboley, who has carefully
compared these standards (first worked out in
1974) with earlier versions, and has found a
good correlation. He has added faired figures
for the non-measurement sections at Stations
1,3,5 and 7, to assist builders. The lines should
be on our website very shortly.

In-House certification
One reason for the introduction of OStandard

Class RulesO (we have already adopted this
format) was to facilitate OIn-House Certification®.
At present we require that masts and sails be
measured before leaving the manufacturer, but
the measurer normally is an independent
outside person. The idea of IHC is that a
manufacturer may be allowed to have an ISAF
Olnternal Official Measurer® on his staff, which
should make life easier for everybody. The
scheme would be closely monitored by ISAF.

We request authority to make detail changes
to our rule wording, to align with the SCR
wording concerning IHC (which is not yet
finalised). We also request authority for the
Executive (guided by TC) to accept IHC
proposals made by manufacturers to ISAF,
when this is considered best in the interests of
the Class. (The arrangement is an agreement
between the manufacturer and ISAF, who need
the Class to have suitable rules and to accept
the proposal). We expect that several sail
makers and mast builders may seek approval,
and we also want to extend the arrangements
to include booms, rudders and eventually hulls.

A Rule change proposal

When re-wording the class rules to SCR
Format, we did not seek or receive authority
to change the meaning of the rules, except for
tightening up the rule about the shape of the
centreplate. Now that we have got the big
change behind us, we can all see that it would
be a help to standardise the positions and
diameters of the rudder and transom pintles
and gudgeons. The standard suggested would
fit Existing Pata and Devoti boats, but the rule
would not be retrospective.

If this rule were adopted, a rudder manufacturer
could produce a fully completed rudder for
export, ready for any boat, making IHC
practicable for rudders.

People

It is likely that JYri Saraskin will want to retire
as Chief Measurer after 2008. Many of you will
have met John Driscoll on the water, and he
has started a programme of ISAF measurer
training and of attending regattas with J¥Yri, so
that he should be suitably qualified to seek
election in due course.

With 233 pre-entries from 21
countries, the 2006 Finn World
Masters looked set to be the largest
event ever. In the end a mere 184
boats made it as far as registration.
Two courses were sailed on Lake
Balaton with Michael Maier picking
up his first world title, while Andre
Budzien had to settle for second
place for the fourth year running. In
third place and making it a European
1, 2, 3 was Michael Gubi.

Day 1

The first day started in a strong northerly
breeze. PRO Istvan Hant— sent the fleet afloat
and at 10:00 hours fired the starting gun for
the first race of the championship. The fleet
was divided into two groups with John
Greenwood, Andre Budzien and Michael
Maier winning races. Maier, member of the
+39 AmericaOs Cup Team, had a successful
day winning two races in a row.

Day 2

Only one race was sailed on Tuesday. The
day started with a postponement as the wind
developed slowly from the south-west. After
noon the fleet were sent out, and started in
two different groups. The wind started to
change direction to the south and the Race
Committee matched this with a course
change, but on the last leg the wind shifted
the other way by 90° because of a storm
system. This resulted in large place changes
throughout the fleet.

AndrZ Budzien won the first group while the
winner of the second group was unclear for
long since the two groups started five minutes
after each other and became mixed on the
course and on the finishing vessel. Later it
became clear that Szilvissy Attila, competitor
in the Olympic Games in Barcelona, who
sailed in the middle of his group won the race
with extraordinary tactics. Overnight, Michael
Maier still led the fleet after a second place
while AndrZ Budzien was just one point
behind.
