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New ISAF releases
Earlier this year ISAF released some global interpretations on Rule
42, and also published the revised International Judges Manual.

After the ISAF International Judges Conference held in Southampton,
England from 21-23 March, the working party finalised the RRS 42
interpretation booklet that will clarify Rule 42 and make it easier for
judges to enforce it with consistency around the world. The ISAF RRS
42 Interpretation booklet was published on 16 April 2003 and the
interpretations came into force on 26 April 2003.

Also the revised 1J0s Manual has been released. This manual is
designed for ISAF International Judges and those serving on juries
and is also the textbook used at ISAF International Judging Seminars.
The advice and procedures it contains generally relate to major
regattas and championships. In addition, readers may find it useful
as a guide for judging at any event, a reference for national and
regional judging seminars and a basis for national judging manuals
by written by national authorities.

The 2003 Finn European Championship was sailed from 6th to 11th of June and saw defending champion Ben Ainslie
retain his title in fine form, winning the week with a race to spare. Photos by Kristina Andersson (www.viggen.mera.nu)

In all 77 boats competed from 28 nations.
For many, the Europeans were the final
preparations for the World Championship in
Cadiz in September and the pre-Olympics in
August. All the top runner were present in
Marstrand. In fact the line-up included a total
of 15 highly merited Olympic sailors

Day one

After the two races on the first day, defending
champion Ben Ainslie was leading, followed
by Sebastien Godefroid and Michael Fellman.
Rough seas, westerly winds and a heavy
swell made for good but demanding sailing
conditions.

Day two

Although Viali Nenad scored nest on the day,
Ben still remains at the top of the overall
results. The second dayOs racing was held in
light winds of 8 knots. Just before the
scheduled start the wind shifted, causing a
postponement followed by a general recall,
and finally the start was given under black
flag. After the wind decreased further, the
course had to be shortened for the race to
conclude within the time limit. The winner of
todayOs race was Viali Nenad. Waclaw Szukiel
came in second and Emilios Papathanasiou,
finished third.

Day three

After five races Ben Ainslie was still in the
lead. The winners today were Michal Hruby,
in race 4 and Jonas Hoegh-Christensen in
race 5. Ben Ainslie placed third in race 4 and
eighth in race 5.

Day four
No racing due to strong winds.

Day five

On the penultimate day of the championships
Olympic gold medalist Ben Ainslie scored two
first places to successfully defend his
European title with a day to spare. Ainslie
sailed a perfect day crossing the line first in
both races in winds varying from 15-16 knots
on the first race and 12-14 in the second.

Ainslie commented, Ol am really happy with
how | sailed today and it is good to be so
consistent during this event. It is obviously

FINNFARE JULY 2003
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FINN WORLD MASTERS 2003

The 2003 Finn World Masters was held from 6th to 13th June at Schweriner Yacht Club of Northern Germany and saw Eberhard
Bieberitz win the regatta for the first time, and against one of the largest Finn fleets of all time. Report by Mike Woodhead.

Schweriner Yacht Club of Northern Germany
hosted the week long Finn Masters on their
large lake on the east side of Schwerin. A
comprehensive measurement and registration
process was followed by a practice race, won
by the relaxed Ed Thorburn. The 158
entrants, from 17 countries, led to the fleet
being divided into 4 groups, each group
meeting the others twice in the six races.

The 1st race was held in a force 5, gusting
7 south westerly, which oscillated sharply
through about 200 and severely challenged
the competitors. Both races got off to a clean
start and were won by Wolfgang Tamm and
Claudio Bosetti. The rescue facilities were
excellent and the fleet returned to a pasta
dinner and boat repairs.

Day 2 was a day of lighter southerly winds
(force 1-3) and allowed all groups to sail two
races which started after many recalls followed
by the black flag. Eventual winner Eberhard
Bieberitz completed two wins along with Roman
Teply and Ralf Behrens. The competition
generally found that sailing near the corners of
the course gave the best pressure, out of the
lee of the island to the south.

Day 3 saw the return of the wind, with a force
4-6 blowing from the south west both fleets
got away after numerous recalls, Tim Tavinor
and Roberto Boseti won their races in trying
conditions again the heavy gusts and shifts
caused much excitement and carnage at the
gybe mark.

No wind and lots of sun greeted competitors
on day 4, the fleet sunbathed or in the case
of certain Dutch sailors entertained the
spectator fleet | Eventually at 5pm the race
officer started a short course for both fleets.
In near drifting and shifting conditions, the
course was further shortened leading to wins
for Andre Budzien and Hermann Heide.

The final day saw a race in force 1 to 3 north
westerly but with the top mark and finish set
in the lee of a headland it proved a day for
the lake sailor with Andre Budzien and Peter
Raderschadt winning their respective races.

Eberhard Bieberitz won the event with good
consistency on countback from Andre
Budzien. It was a well organised regatta with
excellent evening events, including a reception
in the picturesque Parliament Building and
prize giving by a small lake in the city centre.
Special thanks must go to the trolley girls.

The most commonly held thought was the
ever increasing standard of Masters sailing.
It now has developed into a true world
championship. The quality of competition,
from the front to the back of the fleet, means
that there are no easy places to be gained.
The event has now become more than just
the chance to meet old friends and have

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Definition and Control of Hull Shape since 1949

The first Finn, as is known, was designed and built in early 1949 by Rickard Sarby. The drawings were achieved full
size and the first Finn, was afloat on the first week of May 1949. The drawings were sent to the jury at Helsinki. The
rest of the story is well known. What happened to those drawings? Gone with the wind? .

Gilbert Lamboley continues...I heard that

they had been published by the Finnish
Yachting Association, and that prototypes
could be built in several countries for training.
| remember sailing one on river Seine, south
of Paris. At least drawings of the original
wooden scantlings still exist. They allowed
amateur construction of so many boats.

A confused youth

The Scandinavian Yachting Union was put
in charge of administrating the new Olympic
single handed dinghy; but curiously enough
that Union did not look very keen regarding
Finn definition and destiny (see FINNatics
chapter 8). Several legendary names, with
the strong support of IYRU, kept the babe
alive. | heard that a number of people redrew
plans of the hull. Gone with the wind?

Second birth

By 1956, IFA had been born and would in its
turn bear again the Finn. Charles Currey,
silver medalist at Helsinki, was in charge of
building Finns at Fairey Marine, one of those
times most famous firms. Richard Creagh
Osborne who was eager about an actual one
design definition of the Finn became the first
Chairman of the IFA Technical Committee in
1962. One of his main advisers was Rickard
Sarby, who had become quite pessimistic as
he thought that weight distribution would
never be controlled.

The continued story is clearer to me as | got
it directly from my late friends, Richard and
Rickard. Richard Creagh Osborne had only
been handed a poor table of offsets as a
definition of the hull.The Finn owes him her
precise definition together with the first serious
edition of rules which were enforced to any
Finn in the World, thanks to the new born
IFA.

In April 1964, the body lines of the Finn
together with the templates lines were carved
at Fairey Marine under the control of Charles
Currey. Of course those lines took into account
as far as possible the Swedish table of offsets.
They were carved full size onto a sheet of
aluminium alloy specially treated so as to
neutralise all residual stresses that appear
during lamination.

Fairey Marine was alas to disappear soon
after. Charles Currey saved the carving and
took it home. A picture of that carving may
be seen page 117 of FINNatics. From the
carving, copies of lines and templates had

been drawn on OMylarO tracing material, so

that no hydrometric variations might alter their
shapes. Copies of those have been issued
to many places. Those copies were

heliographic OMylar® reproductions on flat beds

(rotation machines induce a more or less
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important slipping between original and copy).
And yet, beware using them as | discovered
later on that their dimensions might have
nevertheless varied under unknown factors.

A master set of templates was also made
that would prevail among all anarchic
templates which had been issued here and
there. Vernon Forster, Chief Measurer of IFA,
was in charge of them.

New disease.
In 1970 Richard Creagh Osborne handed
the job over to me. | soon became suspicious

about the stability of OMylar® copies. At 1973

Gold Cup at Brest a much worse problem
appeared as the wider templates (station two

and four) showed wider than OMylar® drawings

by two or three centimetres. Yet, at 1974 Gold
Cup at Long Beach, the US templates
appeared to conform perfectly to the drawings.
I quickly understood that the round shape of
those templates caused them to enlarge when
they would fall down as the underneath sketch
will better explain. A new design was urgent.
And a precise copy of the original carving
appeared to be vital. Thus Charles Currey
handed me that precious carving.

| read coordinates of the carved template
lines about every 15 mm with a magnifying
lens. A tremendous work indeed!
The original lines were made of a succession
of circles (as was the use in those times
drawing offices which always showed so
gracious collections of pear tree curves) and
it soon appeared that they could not be
represented by one mathematical equation.
Another problem was to have a precise cut
of the templates.

Saved by electronics

The solution was obviously to use one of
those new electronic milling machines driven
by computer. Thus we had to draw continuous
lines between the recorded points. This is

done by curves called OsplinesO (as sequential

polynomial lines). Between two points, a
mathematical curve (a polynomial up to 20th
degree) is computerised. All those curves
draw an apparently (but not mathematically
speaking) continuous line which we compared
to the drawings. By the way, it is certainly
possible to draw one true mathematical curve
and better a whole hull surface which lie

within tolerances. But our concern was
precisely to define the limits of those
tolerances, and then to respect the original
design.

Where are those curves which were handed
back to IFA when | was thrown out. Gone
with the wind? The new templates were
designed according to the underneath drawing
which also showed discrepancies with the
original carving as were recorded by a sworn
geometrician. The accuracy is quite a miracle
as it must be kept in mind that the hand
carved lines could not be perfect and that
moreover the basic axes were not absolutely
parallel or perpendicular.

Any measurement tool must be controlled;
that is why each template bears triangle
measurements which are to be controlled
with certified meters!

A good job had been done. Too good?
Yet, since the idea of computerising the lines
had started to materialise, it should have
been pursued. By those times, | met violent
opposition from the Executive Committee...

Attention must be drawn to a work achieved
by Jiri Outrata, who, from my measured points
of the template lines, calculated splines both
for templates and body lines in 1985. Where
are the definitions of those splines? Gone
with the wind?

Thec FINN forever

IYRU saved the Finn. ISAF with Richard
HartOs help is probably granting eternity to
her. Quite recently Richard called me and
told me about the demand from ISAF to
register drawings, definitions and rules upon
electronic support such as CD ROM.

| was taken aback when | heard that he had
been handed hardly any of the materials |
had given back to IFA. Not even the carved
sheet of aluminium alloy, which is a serious
matter. That one cannot have gone with the
wind! By respect to those who have worked



so hard, please let the man, who holds that
plate, hand it back to IFA; if he does not want
him and his descendants...

By mere luck, | have found some spare copies
through the documents | brought back from
my company when | sold it. The main
discovery was the coordinates with which the
new templates were carved. Richard has got
another set of coordinates which obviously
come from Jiri Outrata.
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I have decided to go back closer to beginning.
Another lucky matter is that | have got much
more coordinates than | measured and that

| know that they are issued from the template
OspliningsO. So that, whichever CAO (among
serious ones) be used and whichever sort of
OsplinesO be drawn, our computerised lines
cannot be significantly astray from the mother
carving.

25 years after it should have been done, but
with much more powerful tools, | have drawn
new OsplinesO of the templates; then from
every point of those splines, | have drawn
perpendiculars and recorded points at 5 mm
distance so as to draw the quasi perfect
original body OsplinesO. Hundreds of points to
a precision of half a micron!

At present | have delivered Richard (exploded
his computer) with tables of points for both

body and template lines together with OrasterO
drawings (that is to say to a pixel precision).

In my computing station | have got the
mathematical OsplinesO so that vectorial and
precise drawings will next have to be issued
in an electronic format (.dxf for instance)
which allows reprint in any spot of the world
with uttermost precision. Of course those
drawings will bear triangle control
measurements, like the templates.

Will their destiny be to go with the wind of
ages?
