Dear Finn friends,

After almost a decade at the
service of our great class, | have
decided to step down as your
President, to leave its future in the
hands of a new President you will
elect and a new executive team.
No longer present enough on the
racing scene, | felt it was important
to have someone in closer contact
with our class at the different racing
levels. | hope nevertheless we will
still cross bows frequently.

What attracted me to the Finn all those years ago? Frankly at the
time it was my only option, having grown out of the Laser. | quickly
came to realise there was something very special that set this class
apart from any other. Yes, there was the rich history and the fact that
a majority of AmericaOs Cup and other sailing legends had primarily
sailed the Finn. But other classes have also produced their heroes
and arguably the Optimist probably the most. What did however strike
me from the beginning were some of the values that campaigning
the Finn taught a young aspiring sailor: humility, perseverance and
more than in any other class, the feeling of belonging to a group of
like-minded, ambitious wolves, who would try to keep it clean on the water,
then find any reason to set a few things straight over a beer afterwards!
It is for these people, you, that the International Finn Association has
sought and will continue to seek the appropriate context to race,
develop oneself and onesO sailing in. It is also with those values that
we have maintained the FinnOs place in the Olympic programme.

Let me also say a few words about our favourite tool, the Finn dinghy.

IOve said before and continue to think we should be able to see beyond
our own short-term interests and continue to fight for our right to hold
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top-level (read: Olympic) fast-tacking (read: tactical) technical
singlehanded sailing with a solid mix of physical strength and endurance,
for people over 80 kg. DonOt forget reasonably affordable and universality
and the policy makers should be happy. The Finn has come a long
way. We must continue with our policy of Ocontrolled evolutionO,
standardise what can be and leave open what could lead to controlled
development. Be open to opinions and proposed change, so as to be
able to provide the policy-makers with the comfort they need to say
that the best way forward for this group of people to sail at that level,

is to put them in a Finn.

Finally, to make a class run, you need volunteers. | call upon all of
you to ask yourself what the class has brought to you over the years
and see how you can give something back. Write a race report for
your club or national Finn magazine, it might make it to Finnfare. If
youOre the more technical type, thereOs plenty of help we could use,
at all levels. If youOre a real Osailing nerd®, maybe you can help us move
into the era of Internet even further. A lot of work is done by a lot of
people, that you donOt see. As long as you free up a bit of time and
have the ability take decisions that benefit the class, not just your own
Finn campaign, we need to hear from you. Let me take this occasion
to thank all those who do that today B without whom the class would
not be where it is B and wish my successor the best of luck.

The Finn Class has a bright future ahead of itself, if it continues to
focus on the people, whilst addressing any concerns policy-makers
may have about the boat. | am also certain the Finn will continue to
produce some of the greatest people around, which will undoubtedly
help in keeping the greatness of our class, now and in the future. We
do however need some of you to step up and assume some national
or International Finn Association responsibility, | count on you!

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2005 World Masters

The 2005 Finn World Masters was held on Lake
Bracciano in Italy from 16th to 21st May and attracted
168 entries from 15 countries. Sailors came from ltaly,
Germany, Croatia, Czech Republic, Netherlands,
South Africa, Great Britain, Greece, Hungary, Austria,
France, Switzerland, New Zealand, Sweden and Spain
to compete for the very large Masters trophy. Last

yearOs winner, Larry Lemieux, did not defend his title.

The fantastic turnout included many new faces and
the great venue was situated within 40 miles of Rome
in superb scenery and with three picturesque old
towns around the lake, Bracciano, Anguilara and
Trevignano.

In view of the numbers racing in the same way as in
Cannes there were four flights split into about 80 boats
per flight based on Silver, Green, Red and Yellow
flights. Each flight sailed against each other twice with
six races and five to count. The expected winds were
south-westerly with a thermal wind building from about
1300 throughout the afternoon. As it turned out this
was not always the case. Prudence and experience
dictated, playing right or left, rarely the middle B but
again that did not always work.

Race one

With the wind at force 2, the beats lasted at least 25
minutes. The leaders generally banged the left hand
side of the course towards the shore.

Race two

Again started in a light south-westerly. British sailors Allen
Burrell and Simon Childs led the first flight pulling clear of
the fleet along with Jan van der Horst and Jiri Outrata to
build a good lead. In the other flight, the top twenty boats
stayed close throughout the race and eventually Greg
Davis managed to pull through to win the race. Interestingly
the Swiss boat sailed by Frederik Huck had a blinder of a
race to finish second against a final overall of 94th!

Race three

With wind at force 3 to 4, race four saw the best conditions
up until then. Most of the leaders went off at pin end to
bang the left hand side again. Allen Burrell made an
excellent start and stayed left with Andre Budzien. These
two battled throughout with Burrell coming out on top after
a last beat was a covering match. Greg Davis was OCS
in this race which was to cost him dear in the final results.
In the second flight, Silvio Santoni showed blistering
downwind speed and together with Eberhard Bieberitz
were the lead boats. On the final beat it paid to play the
middle left with the most pressure and Santoni showed his
class by taking and retaining the lead to win.

Race four

After two first places, Allen Burrell went left and paid the
penalty with a 15th. The win went to Marco Buglielli. The

A GREAT REGATTA

Marco Buglielli writes, OThe 2005 Finn World Master in Bracciano was a great success
in terms of participation, quality of races and organisation and has left good memories
with all of the participants. 168 Finn sailors came to Bracciano, a few less than last year
in Cannes, but nonetheless another great show of strength and vitality of the Master
class. The long row of Finns parked on the beach in front of the Club was really a
fantastic sight.

The fleets were split with the same system used in Cannes, but this year the old OOlympic|
triangle® course with a windward finish was used, and it worked very well, also because
of the perfect work of the Race Committee chaired by Claudio Tosi. Starting lines were
always perfect both in length and angle, and only once in 12 starts there was a general
recall, with the black flag left unused and only a few OCS. Final victory went to the
Italian Silvio Santoni from Torbole, Lake Garda. He started sailing the Finn a couple of
years ago, and was probably a new face for many of the participants, but he was a very
successful Laser and Star sailor, having won a Star European Championship and now
helming Franco RaoOs Melges 24, and always in the top places of the world rankings.
AndrZ Budzien confirmed his second position, and even with a very consistent series
he could do nothing to stop SilvioOs dominance. It is a shame that Silvio and AndrZ did
not sail in the same fleet in the last race; it would have been a great fight!

Finally a mention for the organising club Amici Velici Vigna di Valle, which was absolutely
perfect. There was plenty of space for campers, tents, trailers and boats, and everything
was in the right place at the right time, both aground and afloat. All the members of the
Club did a really good job in order to organise the event, and a big thanks goes to the
President Fabrizio Balassone and to all the team.O

right hand side started to pay off big time and all those
who went left got lifted to oblivion. One of the South
Africans after the race found that his rudder had lost a
large chunk for reasons unknown. Boats that played the
right side in the second flight benefitted with Greg Davis
and Russell Ward getting to the windward mark first.
Davis went on to record his second race win.

Race five

A major change in the wind saw it turn a northerly 4 with
good gusts of 5 and excellent reaching conditions for
the big boys. Marin Mrduljas started at the pin end in
almost total isolation, crossed to the right and rounded
second and go on to win. Greg Davis got buried on the
start line but managed to pull back to the lead boats
having played the right hand side. Allen Burrell was back
to form in the second flight taking the early lead but lost
out to Andre Budzien on the run who was sailing with
the new Pata G4 boat for the first time.

Race six

The wind was again from the north but reduced to force
3. The overall title was down to two sailors: Santoni and
Budzien. However both of these won the flights to finish
first and second overall. Likewise Allen Burrell and Simon
Childs scored a second place apiece to end up third
and fourth. Greg Davis added a 12 to his earlier OCS
to drop to 7th overall.

So, Silvio Santoni has won his first Finn World Masters.
Andre Budzien finished in the runner up position for the
third year running and Allen Burrell takes home the
bronze medal. At the age of 82, Didier Poissant once
again showed that age is no barrier and competed
stoically to finish 137th.
