Olympic update

As a result of the IOC Olympic Program Commission suggesting a
reduction in some Olympic events and a total exclusion of others,
with sailing and in particular, keelboat sailing targeted from 2008
onwards, the IOC has decided that there would be no change to the
sailing programme in 2008. However, starting from 2012, the IOC has
said that the number of events would be reduced from 11 to 10, and
participants from 400 to 380. [Source: ISAF]

News from Suntouched

Following the decision to form a joint business devoted to the production
of boats and marine products, mainly Finns, Gabor Antal (PATA) and
Rodney Cobb formed a company in Hungary B Suntouched Marine
Kft B to manufacture the Pata brands of product including the Pata
Finn, Pata Lemieux Finn and the Pata Willetts masts. Suntouched
markets a wide range of Finn products including North and Victory
sails, booms, covers, trailers and trolleys.

Since Rodney started his association with Gabor some three years
ago, he discovered that the crazy Hungarian was, indeed, not that
crazy but one of the best innovators that he had ever met. In setting
out their plans for new and revised products, they worked with two
universities, two naval architects and Tim Willetts on the design and
development of new products as well as some world class Finn sailors.
The projects that are currently underway are progressing at an alarming
rate, with the whole team feeling the buzz of excitement as they near
their goals.

Pata has given the Pata Lemieux Finn a facelift, well not soOs youOd
notice, as most of the enhancements are not that obvious from the
outside but they all contribute to the boatOs already excellent
performance. Pata has also began production of a new profile, carbon
epoxy rudder and a new carbon tiller will is expected to be in full
production early in 2003. A fibre-glass boom project has been ongoing
for some time. It is hoped that, subject to the winter testing results,
commercial production of this product will commence in February or
March 2003.

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ALL EYES ON CADIZ

The 2003 ISAF World Championships Worlds in Cadiz will be bigger than the Olympic Regatta and the largest gathering
of Olympic Class Sailors in 2002. They will all converge on Cadiz in south-west Spain from 11-23 September 2003.

For the first time ever, the most important event
for Olympic Class sailors outside the Olympic
Regatta, will be held in the same city, at the
same time. Preparation has been underway for
the event since the city and the Bay of Cadiz
was chosen by ISAF in 2000 to host what is
to be an ambitious undertaking by all involved.
In speaking of the decision to bring the event
to Southern Spain, ISAF President Paul Henderson noted, Olt was in
1992 that Cadiz showed the sailing world that it was capable of hosting
important sailing Championships and all participants will remember
the spectacular sailing conditions at that [Mundo Vela "92] event for
a long time to come.O

The Worlds will be held between three venues, Puerto de Rota who
will host the 470 Men and Women, Puerto Sherry hosting the Mistral
Men and Women, the Yngling, Finn Europe, Star, Tornado and 49er
and Club Nautico Alcano hosting the Laser fleet.

Qualification

As you will no doubt have heard the system of allocating places to
nations is different from the IFA standard system. The ultimate decision
of which sailors will represent each country at the 2003 Worlds will
remain with the respective Member National Authority, the number of
entries per country per event will follow a system approved by the
ISAF Council at the recent 2002 ISAF Annual Conference in Limassol,
Cyprus.

Every ISAF Member National Authority (MNA) is automatically given
the right to two entries per event. However, up to 4 additional entries,
giving a total of 6, may be given to an MNA. The allocation of additional
entries will be based on the number of sailors that MNA has in the
top 100 of the ISAF World Sailing Rankings for the particular class
as at 1 June 2003. In addition, the reigning World Champion in each
Olympic class may have a bye (automatic entry).

However, knowing that many MNAs will not take up their entry quota,
whilst others will want more entries, each MNA and International
Olympic Class Association may make a request to ISAF for additional
entries. MNAs will be required to confirm their take-up of places by
15 June 2003. Full details and the NoR can be found on the event
website www.cadizworlds2003.com. Entries will be sent with payment
to the IFA Office. IFA is organising a credit card payment facility.

However, whilst the number of additional entries is based on the
number of sailors that MNA has in the rankings, the decision on which
sailors participate remains the responsibility of the MNA, and does
not have to be the sailors on the rankings.

Another result of the 2002 ISAF Annual Conference in relation to
Cadiz was the principle that in order to retain control of quality racing
in manageable yet competitive fleets, it was necessary to place a cap
on the number of boats that can compete in one race. However, ISAF
was kind enough to raise the number of Finn entries from 80 to 90
with the condition that the fleet will be split in two if there are 80 boats
or more.

The 2003 World Sailing Championships will be the second Olympic
Qualification Regatta for nations to gain entry allocations for the 2004
Olympic Games in Athens,

The 2003 ISAF World Championships in Cadiz, organised by Consorcio
Mundo Vela and the State Company Deporte Andaluz, in association
with ISAF, is sure to be one of the largest and well-run events in recent
history.

Racing

The racing will be held over three principle venues around the Bay
of Cadiz, all nine Olympic classes in eleven fleets will race their World
Championship. The Finn Gold Cup will be held from 14 to 24 September.

The Bay of Cadiz

The Bay of Cadiz, has a coastline that is a mixture of sandy beaches,
marshes and saltpans as well as a complex network of inlets. The
relatively high population density of this region of AndalusiaOs west
coast hasnOt affected the beauty of its lowlands. The marshes, dunes
and Salinas between Cadiz and San Fernando present a distinctive
flat landscape.

The Gulf of Cadiz, outside the relative confines of the Mediterranean,
faces directly into the open expanse of the north Atlantic, however,
the Bay of Cadiz is relatively sheltered and more enclosed. The eight
race areas are spread within the bay and sailed to from three venues
ranging from Puerto de Rota in the extreme North to Puerto Sherry
and the Centro Nautico Elcano further South.

Conditions

With a prevailing south-westerly wind during the summer, but with the
potential for the strong south-easterly Levante to blow out of the straits
of Gibraltar, and the hottest surface temperature in Spain, most
courses will see challenging yet satisfying conditions when racing
starts in September. SpainOs Mediterranean climate is modified here
by westerly North Atlantic winds and occasional warm dry air from
the Sahara desert.

Venue

Whilst all three venues are based around the Bay of Cadiz each
individual site has very different virtues. The Finns will race at Puerto
Sherry, the largest venue. It lies two kilometres south of El Puerto de
Santa Maria, one of AndalusiaOs principal tourist locations, on the
northern side of the river Guadalete two miles across the water from
the City of Cadiz. The marina itself is surrounded by natural parkland
and boasts fabulous facilities including a four star hotel, swimming
pool and a plethora of restaurants and bars.

Launching for all the fleets is via a wide slipway on the eastern side
of the marina sheltered by two breakwaters. The six classes will be
sailing due west of the marina with the Tornado and Star classes
furthest out in the centre of the bay.



MASTERSO MATTERS

Minutes of the Annual Masters Meeting

The meeting took place on 22 May 2003 in
Split, Croatia from 20.15 to 21.10

Masters President Rolf Lehnert welcomed
the audience. He mentions that all problems
should be discussed and solved.

Henk de Jager translated into English.

Eberhard Bieberitz from Schwerin makes a
professional presentation of Schwerin,
location of the next Masters event.

For 2004, Anzio, Cannes and Malcesine have
applied to hold the Masters event. A
controversial discussion took place whether
the Masters should be combined with the
Gold Cup or not. The majority of Master Finn
Sailors voted for an independent Masters
event.

Michael Kurz of Monaco presented Cannes
for 2004. With great enthusiasm he talked
about the merits of Cannes. Whatever wind
direction there is it is always a constant wind.
There is a nicely located yacht club and
enough room for mobile homes and tents.
There is a perfect infrastructure with large

and small hotels and private rooms. There is
also enough room for trailers and boats. Club
members will assist with the organisation.

Anzio also has its benefits. It is near to Rome.
It is experienced in organising large events.
The 1974 Finn Gold Cup was held in Anzio.
A very experienced crew will organise the
event. Nearby to the club there is room for
mobile homes and tents etc. Wind speed
averages at Force 3-5.

Heinrich Unterhauser from Kaltern presented
Malcesine. Most Finn sailors know the location
and Lake Garda. All installations are available,
the club house will be renewed. Space for
mobile homes and of course hotel rooms are
available in large numbers. Sun and wind will
be assured.

The result of the voting for the Masters 2004
is as follows: 49 votes for Cannes, 18 votes
for Anzio and 9 votes for Malcesine. So
Cannes is elected for 2004.

Rolf Lehnert will be in contact with the sailing
club in Cannes as early as possible in order
to discuss details. He will keep all MastersO
sailors informed.

Master sailor, Davourlis Panagiotis from the
Nautical Club of Palean near Athens, Greece,
informed the audience about the area of the
next Olympic Games. There is a large club
with plenty of room for mobile homes, tents
and trailers. A large 60 metre wide boat slip
ensures easy launching. He invites the
Masters for the year 2005. He will send more
information to Rolf Lehnert.

At the end of the meeting the decision from
Weymouth was discussed very
controversially. (Three Masters in Europe
followed by one Masters event overseas.)
The majority wanted different locations to be
presented during the general meeting and a
majority vote should decide where the Masters
event will take place.

Rolf Lehnert fears that only a very few Finn
Masters will participate (like in Canada) if
Masters are held in Brazil, South Africa or
Australia. The majority of competitors (95 per
cent) come from Europe and it many happen
that someone organises a Euro-Masters if
an overseas event is held.

The audience wants to watch this
development and to decide in Schwerin.

ISAF CONFERENCE

RULE CHANGES

Richard Hart writes: Ali Enver Adakan and | represented the Class
at the ISAF Conference last November. Much of our effort was taken
up with trying to secure a reasonable deal for our sailors at the Cadiz
World Regatta. Two matters need attention from you:

ISAF Sailor Registration

When you-know-who says that the Finn Class selection is based only
upon who can pay for places and not on real membership, it is difficult
to argue about membership if we only have National Secretaries'
reported numbers. To demonstrate the real strength of our class, |
have recommended to IFA Executive that we have a drive for everybody
to register as ISAF sailors. For those taking part in major regattas this
is now required by ISAF regulations. [ISAF Regulation 9.2]. This can
be done through the ISAF website at www.sailing.org/isafsailor.

Certificates

We work hard to demonstrate that our house is in order, and so we
were very embarrassed when the ISAF Measurer for the pre-Olympic
regatta in Athens reported to the Measurement Committee that only
two Finns had valid certificates. The problem was that the boat owner
and sail number had not been filled in, and the Measurer was then
unable to relate the blank certificates to boats in the dinghy park
without looking at each ISAF Sticker Number, which took him three
days. | hope that you all managed to find your certificates after the
Regattal

Please make sure that the Certificates are correctly completed, so
that we don't allow such a situation to happen again. Some boats salil
under personal numbers etc, so if there is any doubt | suggest that
you attach a slip of paper to your Certificate before the regatta, with
all identification that applies: Sailor's Name, Sail Number to be used
(Subject to RC approval if necessary), Correct Sail Number of the
hull and Hull ISAF Identifier Number

insert the following:

"The peak to peak movements of the bow shall remain between
200mm and 160mm during the time when the period of oscillation is
measured."

Rule 4.9.1.4.
Amendment: Delete current rule 4.9.1.4.

Rule 5.7.1

Amendment: Delete current rule and replace with the following words:
"Except on a beat to windward, when surfing (rapidly accelerating
down the leeward side of a wave) or planing is possible, the helmsman
may pull the sheet in order to promote surfing or planing, but not more
than three times for each wave or gust of wind. Three pulls are
allowed, whether or not the boat starts to surf or plane during this
procedure (Alters RRS 42.3(b).)"
