There is another winter season
approaching in the Northern
hemisphere but our South-American,
Australian and Kiwi friends are just
beginning with boat polishing, mast
rake and leech tension measurements
and | guess they already enjoy looking
at some new sails and carbon masts
acquired before start of their sailing
season.

In terms of racing we are again putting an intense year behind us.
The Masters fleet produced a huge World Championship again with
nearly 170 fierce young men on the starting line. The junior and senior
fleets raced a tactically tricky Europeans on the waters of the historic
Kalmar and an even more complex Finn Gold Cup in Moscow, while
there are still significant regattas coming up on the Southern
hemisphere.

Ninety-eight Finn sailors from 32 countries attended this yearOs Gold
Cup with some old and new countries like Barbados, Belarus, Bulgaria,
Lithuania and Norway. Thanks to the generosity of our Russian hosts
placing 100 brand new boats at the sailorsO disposal no one had to
miss the event due to logistical reasons. By means of a presidentOs
letter (reprinted on page 5 of this issue) IFA has expressed its thanks
and appreciation to all of the National Federations that sent sailors
to Moscow and hereby supporting the further growth of the class.
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A new scoring format in line with ISAFOs potential wish to eliminate
discarded races and force sailors to attend the last races of regattas
has been tested by IFA at the Malcesine Finn Cup early October and
provided us with some valuable experience heading to the ISAF
November AGM in Singapore.

Looking ahead to 2006 IFA has major plans to be realised. The
preparation of a strategic plan summarising IFAOs main future targets
is well underway and will be ready by the end of November. All national
secretaries have received a draft copy of it and | would like to call
upon them to review and discuss it with sailors on a national level
and update IFA on any idea, amendment, proposal or criticism that
arises. One of IFAOs strengths lies with the strong network of national
Finn associations which the recently elected new IFA Executive
Committee would be glad to involve to a large extent. You will be
regularly updated regarding details on actual priority programs on
IFAOs focus.

Finally, | would like to take the opportunity to thank Philippe Rogge
for his long term commitment to our class as an international Finn
sailor and IFA President and hope to see him around both on and out
of the water as much as possible in the future.

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The 2005 Finn Gold Cup and Junior
Finn Gold Cup opened in Moscow on
September 9th with 98 sailors from
32 countries taking part. The hosting
club was the Moscow Sailing School,
with the racing taking place on
Pestovskoe Lake, about 30 km north
of the centre of Moscow.

The format for this Finn Gold Cup was
different to previous events with a two fleet
format. Six qualifying races were sailed (2,
1, 2, 1) over the first five days, followed by a
gold/silver split for the final two days (2, 1).

Most of the top sailors in the class were
present including defending champion Ben
Ainslie. Despite little training during the year
he had won both Holland regatta and the
Europeans with a race to spare. Before racing
started he commented, OWinning the
Europeans was a bit of a shock, but | guess
itOs like riding a bike. | hope to be in the frame
in Moscow. Things have gone well this season
but winning big championships is all about
performing when it matters.O

Commenting on the depth of the fleet, class
newcomer Dan Slater said, OThe fleet is
littered with experience and great sailors.
There are also some new sailors like myself
who have been lucky with the light air season
so far. Most of the new guys have all been
good in Lasers and other classes so they
know how to pick wind shifts and race a fleet
but we are all not as good in the boat handling
and tuning of the boat. The level is high but

it's watered down by sailors like Ben, Rafa
and Maier all not spending so much time Finn
sailing due to AmericaOs Cup sailing, so us
new guys can catch up a little.O

There were also 15 sailors competing for the
title of Junior World Champion, and based on
performance so far this year Ivan Kljakovic
Gaspic was the clear favourite. He followed a
3rd at Kiel Week with a 12th at the Europeans.

Practice Day

At the opening ceremony, new Finn class
president Balazs Hajdu opened the 2005
Finn Gold Cup in front the sailors and more
than 200 officials, personnel and guests at
the Moscow Sailing School. The opening
ceremony was very impressive with a
marching band, majorettes and all the sailors
lined up behind a local girl carrying a banner
with their national letters on it. Balazs
commented that it was a great honour to
come to Russia, with its deep traditions in
Finn sailing.

Monday

With the wind aligned along the main axis of
Prestovskoe Lake, the race committee on
each of the two courses could set long legs.
Both fleets sailed 3 windward leeward loops
for each race with the Oscar flag being raised
only for the second half on the first race in
each fleet.

Green course: furthest from the day marina
and with the steadiest winds of the day. Emilios
Papathanasiou led race one from start to finish.
Starting at the pin end he was never headed
throughout the race. Ben Ainslie rounded the
first mark in 5th and worked his way up to
second. In the second race Josh Beaver
rounded the first mark in the lead followed by
Soren Holm and Ainslie. At the bottom mark
Thomas Laursen had taken the lead, which he
held until 100 metres from the final upwind
mark, when Ainslie moved in front to win.

Yellow course: The course was just a short
sail from the day marina with the windward
mark set just below the dam at the south-

east end of the lake. In the first race Peter-
Jan Postma, an ex Laser sailor in his first
Gold Cup lead round the first mark followed
by Gasper Vincec and Jonas Hogh-
Christensen. Postma led until the second
windward mark when the O flag was raised.
Vincec took the lead on the free pumping run
and led into the finish. In race two, in slightly
less wind, Edward Wright led Dan Slater and
Tim Carver into the top mark. These three
battled down the run with Carver just ahead
at the leeward gate. On the next beat Slater
and Wright gained some distance and fought
all the way to the finish. Birgmark just pipped
Carver on the third beat to take third.

Tuesday

Yellow course: The only race sailed on the
yellow course produced a second win for Ben
Ainslie (GBR) after rounding the top mark in
third place. He moved into the lead on the
second upwind to extend his lead to win by
some 3-4 minutes.

Green course: Two races were sailed on
the green course. The first was abandoned
at the first windward mark when the wind
completely disappeared. An hour later the
second race was started and three laps were
completed of the four lap course when the
wind died again and the drumming of tillers
on decks was followed by the second
abandonment of the day.

Wednesday
The sailors drank coffee all day and waited
for the wind. The coffee kept coming but

unfortunately the wind didnOt. One start was
attempted at 18.00, but was soon abandoned
as the wind started playing games again. It
was a lovely sunny day, although the air was
cold. It remained hot in the sun but the air
remained still. The only sounds to fill the air
were the chatter of Finn sailors, the throb of
motor vessels as they briefly sped past and
the thunderous roar of the never ending
stream of planes arriving at the nearby
Sheremetyevo Airport.

Thursday

Finally there was some racing. Five races
were sailed today, two for the yellow flight
and three for the green flight and today the
sailors had it all. Flat calms, flat out planes
and hard hiking beats, sometimes all at the
same time coming into the weather mark!

Green course: The breeze was across the
lake only allowing a short windward/leeward
course. Finally it kind of settled in one direction
(+/- 30 degrees) and race 3 was started.
Emilios Papathanasiou started well at the pin
end, tacked onto port, cleared the fleet and
was never headed. The next race got
underway with Rafael Trujillo leading at the
first mark followed by Michal Hruby and
Edward Wright. Apart from briefly losing his
lead to Hruby on the second lap. Trujillo led
into the finish. There was a long wait for the
third race as the fleet waited for yellow flight
to finish so that they could use the slightly
larger race area. Hruby finished off a great
day with a win followed by Borysov and
Vladimir Krutskirh, the first of four Russian
sailors in the top ten.
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Yellow course: The first race was started at
1pm and while Trujillo was winning the green
flight, his +39 team mate Anthony Nossiter
dominated race 4 of the yellow group by
leading from the start to win. Series leader
Ben Ainslie came through from 8th at the first
mark to second at the finish. The wind strength
went over the magic 12 knot mark after the
first beat, allowing for free pumping downwind.
The second race turned into a battle between
Marin Misura and Waclav Szukiel. Neck and
neck most of the way round, they finished in
that order within just yards of other other after
a final downwind pumping epic.

Friday

The qualification series had been plagued by
shifty winds that have tested the patience of
even the most laid back sailor. Gus Miller put
it nicely, OUncle Wiggley had a great time with
his stacks of red chips, large and small and
green chips, large and small. The pressure
would look good on one side while the angle
would look good on the other with confusing
little shifts up by the weather mark. On runs
there would be random strong shafts what
would pick up one small group and send them
flying ahead through the fleet.O

Yellow course: The fleet got away second
time with Wietze Zetzema leading followed
by Tapio Nirkko. Andrew Simpson took the
lead on the second beat to lead to the finish.
Ben Ainslie recovered from a poor first beat
to finish second.

Green course: Kevin Hall had a good start
to lead round the top mark from Chris Birittle.
Brittle took the lead on the first run and

extended his lead to win by two minutes.
Johan Tillander sailed a great race to come
second with Emilios Papathanasiou in third.

So, after the qualification series, Ainslie was
just leading on 8 points followed by
Papathanasiou, 5 points back and Michal
Hruby in third, some 20 points behind. It was
all very tight going in the final two days, and
with the erratic winds in Moscow, anything
could happen. In the junior fleet, lvan Klakovic
Gaspic continued to lead from Tapio Nirkko.

Saturday

Gold fleet: Starting in the light rain and light
winds, Chris Cook led round each and every
mark of the first race of the day to score his
first win of the regatta. At the first mark he
was followed by Ivan Karatkevich and Emilios
Papathanasiou. Papathanasiou moved up to
second on the third upwind. Ainslie got himself
boxed in at the start and spent the entire race
trying to catch up with the leaders. He finally
caught up to 8th. After this first race, for the
first time in the regatta, Ainslie had lost the
overall lead to Papathanasiou by one point.
He responded in typical Ainslie fashion by
winning the final race of the day, but not after
a great deal of confusion.

The second race was started in similar
conditions to the first with Cook again in front,
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but was abandoned half way up the second
beat after 120° windshift. Papathanasiou
must have breathed a sigh of relief as he
was second to last at the time and got out
of jail through a race abandonment for the
third time that week. The course was reset
and with gusts up to 18 knots and waves
starting to build, the sailors had a great time
with the O flag raised for free pumping
throughout. Ainslie recovered from an
average start to round the top mark just
behind Soren Holm and Dan Slater. Holm
maintained his lead at the second top mark
with Josh Beaver moving up to second and
Daniel Birgmark in third. Ainslie had slipped
to 6th. He put that to rights on the third beat,
taking the lead which he held to the finish.
Holm held on for second place, with Chris
Brittle claiming third.

Silver fleet: In the silver fleet, both races
became somewhat scrappy due to the
shiftiness of the wind. David McGregor from
Barbados had the best day. Taking the lead
on the final run of the first race in his own
private patch of wind, he sailed well to score
second in the next. Second race winner,
Dragoutsis Alexandros found an impossible
shift out of the start line to lift out on port
and cross the fleet. He sailed well to win by
a large margin. Giedrius Guzys and Jurgen
Eiermann both had a consistent day to end
the day first and second.

The battle for the junior title took a new twist
when overnight leader Ivan Klakovic Gaspic
had a bad day with a 30th and an OCS to
drop to 18th, just 8 points ahead of the
defending champion Tapio Nirkko in 21st.

The temperature had dropped to 3 degrees
overnight so those sailors who had only
brought summer sailing gear found the day
rather cold. In fact the Gold fleet sat around
for over two hours before a race could be
started. Finally at just after 13.00, the
postponement came down and the fleet got
underway. Series leader Ben Ainslie said,

minute signal, the two were locked together
in their own match race. Ainslie succeeded in
delaying Papathanasiou's start, but picked up

a penalty himself. Ol wasnOt sure if our boats
