The first ever Finn Gold Cup

To begin our look back at 50 Finn Gold Cups, we go
back 51 years to the very start.

01956 was an outstanding year for the Finn class. The first Gold
Cup was organised in Burnham U.K. | used my wooden Borreson
Finn which | bought second hand (boat used during the Olympics
in Helsinki.) My wooden mast was made in Antwerp and | planed
it myself to readapt the mast bend to the luff curve of the sail.

In those days we still used mostly cotton
sails before switching to Dacron. After every
single race day the sail was drying in a
heating room.This gave us the ability to get
the original shape back for the next race.
When the wind strength increased we tried
to flatten the sail in throwing a hand bucket
of water there where the sail might be to
full. This task was done mostly after the 10
minute gun before the start. Nowadays such tasks are not necessary
anymore since mast and sails are made out of much better materials.

AndrZ Nelis in 1956

The 1956 Gold Cup was a battle between Paul ElvstrSm and
myself. | won the cup and was motivated to sail well in the Olympics
in Melbourne that year. In the Finn class Paul ElvstrSm was my
biggest opponent but always remained a good friend. My age in
consideration | am still a yachtsman and sail big boats. At an age
of 71 hiking is not my favourite activity anymore!O

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Sixty nine sailors from 22 countries came to
Palam—s to contest the Senior and Junior
European Championship. It was the first major
Finn championship staged in Palam—s since
the Finn World Week in 1977. New winners
were guaranteed in both fleets. Ben Ainslie
was busy with America®s Cup commitments
while Ivan Klakovitch Gaspic was now too old.

This championship was the first major Finn
event where a revised version of the Onew®
Olympic format was used. Nine races were
scheduled as usual but the last race was split

in two groups: a medal race for the top 10
and another OnormalQ race for the rest of the
fleet, with only the medal race being not
discardable and counting double points.

Day one
Sunshine and steady breeze welcomed the
sailors on the first day. The first race was

started with a 14 to 16 knots northerly wind.
Australian and French sailors dominated the
front of the fleet on the triangular course. The
Oscar flag was raised allowing free kinetics
until the last upwind to the finish when the
wind dropped under 10 knots. Some of the
leaders dropped back a few places.

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declared the sailor from Martinique. The
weather forecast was right and very little wind
was present. In the end, the wind built to six
knots from the east and the warning signal
was finally given at 3.30pm.

Two general recalls and a black flag sent four
sailors home but for those left the wind was
patchy with different pressure over the course.
Ismael Bruno followed by Spanish sailors
Miguel Fernandez Vasco, Diego Fructuoso
and Pablo Arrarte went for more pressure on
the right to round the mark ahead. Junior
sailor Marton Belicsay rounded fourth. On
the other side, some regatta favourites like
Jonas and Ed found less pressure and
rounded the top mark way down the fleet.

The wind had changed again on the run and
Ismael Bruno increased his lead at the
leeward mark, while other sailors gained
precious places. The second beat to the
shortened finish was dominated by Bruno
and Florian Raudaschl. Meanwhile Marin
Misura kept gaining more places. The French
Caribbean sailor got the gun with Raudaschl
close behind in second and Misura third.

Day four

There was little hope for sailing in the morning
with unsettled light winds over Palam—s. After
a late start, the first two attempts were quickly
aborted by the shifty wind. Then a general
recall on the third start followed by a change
of course and another general recall, caused
the black flag to be hoisted and produced a
clear start on the fifth attempt.

Race six was probably one of the trickiest
with light winds and currents. OEvery tack had
its importance,O explained Rafael Truijillo, first
at the windward mark. Ol went to the right
side of the course which seemed to have

more air. | was followed by Sander Willems
and | went a bit further while Sander tacked
sooner. However Truijillo lost places on each
leg to finish the race in seventh position in front
of Piotr Mazur, the first junior across the line.

Ed Wright passed Trujillo on the run,
increasing his lead on the fleet on each leg.
Marin Misura once again showed his speed
climbing from 11th at the first top mark to
second at the finish.

Day five

The racing committee saved the dayOs only
race by shortening the second beat and
placing the finishing line at the top of the beat.
Starting with eight knots from the north-east
the wind rapidly weakened to six knots and
by the end of the second beat it was close
to four.

Marin Misura who had so far only scored top
ten results placed 25th and lost a place overall
to third. Rafael Trujillo suffered in the light
wind crossing the line in 43rd and was now
sixth overall, while Ismael Bruno narrowly
saved his place in the medal race after
finishing 33rd. He was on equal points with
Chris Cook who was the unlucky 11th. The
Canadian tried hard to secure a place in the
medal race, but after leading from the start
after going on the left of the course, Cook
lost the lead only 50 meters from the finishing
line when Guillaume Florent won his second
race.

Going into the medal race, only the top five
sailors could get a place on the podium while
the title would either go to Ed Wright,
Guillaume Florent or Marin Misura.

Day six

The medal race was blessed with steady
wind that reached 13 knots. Johan Tillander
took a rocket start in the middle of the line
and sailed the first beat in front of the fleet
on the left side of the course. Among the top
five sailors (the medal potentials), Jonas
Hoegh-Christensen was the only one to chose
the right of the course. OWe had some practice
before the race and all the time the right side
was better with more pressure.O Unfortunately
for the Dane, the boats coming from the left
came in front at the top mark with Tillander
leading the group from Gasper Vincec and
Guillaume Florent closely followed by Ed
Wright who never lost sight of his direct
opponent during the race. The placings didnOt
change much and the ten finalists were
supported and cheered by the rest of the fleet
who had convened around the race course
waiting for the start of their last race to
determine positions from 11th onward.

The regatta ended in Palamos with an 8th
race for the sailors not in the medal race.
Racing started soon after the end of the medal
race with 11 knots from the south. The left
was favoured allowing Peter-Jan Postma and
Italians Davide Bortoletto and Riccardo
Cordovani to take the lead at the top mark.
The run was the same story with sailors
gaining ground on the left. Chris Cook climbed
to second behind Peter-Jan Postma while
Rafal Szukiel followed in third place. The trio
held their positions until the finish.

The new Finn European Champion, Ed
Wright, has made a rocket debut in the Finn
class. OAbout time!O he declared afterwards.
Starting the Finn only 18 months ago the
Team Skandia GBR sailor demonstrated
throughout the regattas his skills but also his
determination.

Second in the Championship was Guillaume

Florent. This was his best result since his

Bronze medal in the 2004 Europeans. Florent

has demonstrated his skill in all range of

conditions. The Bronze medal went to Marin

Misura. OAfter my bad results in the Finn Gold
Cup in Split, I am really happy. This is like

winning for me!O

Meanwhile Mark Andrews added the Finn
Junior European title to his recent World
Junior title. Piotr Kula got the Silver and
Andrew Mills the Bronze. There were 10
juniors competing in the regatta.

Racing in Palamos proved to be very
interesting and of high quality with different
range and direction of winds experienced.
Rafael Serrano OLukyO, the Principal Race
Officer, and his team made the most of the
conditions, adapting the course and length
to suit, anticipating the weather that proved
capricious in the middle of the Championship
to provide great racing for the sailors
competing in this championship.
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The Finn class took the opportunity to support some of
our most active young Finn sailors by providing some
coaching support before the 2006 European Championship
in Palam—s. The objective was to assist some of the
keenest young sailors with some coaching (most of them
donOt have a regular coach) that will help them to be more
competitive for the Europeans a few days after, but more
importantly to direct them in the areas which they need to
work to become the next generation of top sailors.

The principal participants in the training
were juniors or rookies: Piotr Kula POL
17 , Piotr Mazur POL 45, Krzysztof
Dabkowski POL 1, Marton Beliczay HUN
8 and Guy OOLeary IRL 2. Miguel
Fernandez ESP 161 and Rodrigo Quina
POR 310 joined training for the last day.

| organised the coaching around a training

regatta, with the help of the Club de Vela

Palam—s. The assistance provided to each

sailor depended on their level of

competence. Some sailors were excellent technically and physically
and simply needed to work on starting or tactical placement, while others
needed help on basics such as foot placement for upwind sailing in light
winds and downwind pumping in all wind strengths.

Each day our training group went out early so each sailor had time
to work on their weaknesses during racing within our training group,
before the more experienced guys joined the racing later in the day.
We often finished with up to 25 sailors fighting it out on a short course
at the end of the day which provided a good opportunity to test the
progress made over the early part of the day.

The following mornings we discussed some basic
things to improve and watched video of the previous
day to highlight some important differences between
sailors. We also used the video to show the sailors
their hiking technique and its progression over a
day as each sailor tired and a judges view of each
sailor pumping downwind. With the help of Pat
Healy the sailors were coached on exactly what
is efficient and what is allowed downwind.

For me it was a pleasure to return to the Finn class and to see how
keen and talented these young sailors are.

The junior angle
Piotr Mazur from Poland tells his story.

All the juniors (and not only them) that came to Palam—s a couple of
days before the European Championship started, could have taken
part in a very interesting regatta and clinic held by Paul McKenzie.
The main aim of the clinic wasnOt the racing itself, but rather to focus
on better sailing, as usually juniors have a lot of trouble with it.

On the 19 September we had the first day of the regatta. The wind
was around 4-6 knots, and the weather was just perfect; it was hot
and sunny. Only four of us appeared on the race area, the three Polish
juniors, and Marton Beliczay from Hungary. We sailed about six races
mainly focusing on the speed during the upwind and pumping on the
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downwind. Paul did his best to explain to us what is allowed and what
is illegal in the light winds.

On the second day of the clinic the weather was
almost the same, only the wind was a bit stronger
(around 10-12 knots). Some new people were
appearing and disappearing from the racing area,
which made the racing more exciting. The last race
of the day was particularly nice, as 17 people took
part in it, although the wind decreased a bit and
swung round by 45 degrees.

Paul took a camera and filmed a lot of our sailing

from the beginning, middle and end the end of

training. On the morning of the third day we sat down in the portOs
restaurant and watched ourselves on the camera. Paul invited one
of the judges and asked him to comment on our pumping. We also
had a look at our hiking, tacking and gybes.

When some wind came, we went out for the last two races of the
regattas Once again there were many boats on the racing area, about
15, and the wind was extremely light and very tricky. That kind of
conditions seems to me even more difficult than the strong wind conditions.
